Administration



EMS 
Naloxone Project hadn’t been followed up on since February.  I reached out the representative to see what needed to be done in order to complete our obligations. 
· 3 additional people needed to go through their virtual training, I have asked Chief Schmidtmann, Captain Wheelock and Captain Faes and am awaiting their documents. 
Ambulance licensing has been submitted to CDPHE.
· There was some back and forth on documents needed for liability and workers’ compensation as well as an SOP that had to be created but the application was submitted on 6/9/2026 and still in “review” status which is hopefully a good thing.  
· We will need to complete an on-site inspection after the documents have been accepted and we are hoping that will take place in the next month.  
2026 VOLUNTEERS
Volunteer orientation started on 6/14 with 8 new recruits in attendance. 
· 21 applications were received
· Applicants were eliminated for various reasons, most commonly for lack of communication, however there was one from outside of the country, one that failed the background check and two who failed the pack test. 
FIRE CAPTAIN/PARAMEDIC HIRING
· Interviews took place on 6/5 & 6/8 with several applicants. 
· One applicant has been asked to continue in the hiring process by completing a one-on-one interview with the Chief and a ride-along with the on-duty captain (not a PRN). 
ADDRESS SIGNS
Continue to be a lot of work!  We are currently at 90/100 submissions before we are out of pre-ordered signs.  
· 66 residents asked that the FD install their signs, 37 of which have been completed (56%)
· Over 20 signs are still waiting to be picked up at the fire station for those folks who only wanted the sign or planned to install themselves. 
FINANCE
Heart & Cancer renewal completed
· Reimbursement money is still available so the entire invoice of $4246.00 should be received back after we can apply for reimbursement on 7/15. 
2025 draft audit received and emailed to board on 5/28/2026, fingers crossed we can have everything submitted to DOLA by 7/31/26 without having to request an extension. 
After fighting with the FEMA GO website, we were finally able to access the AFG Grant and we have started an application for a new tender on 6/16/2026.  Deadline for this grant is 6/22/2026. 

STATION IMPROVEMENTS
· Continuing to work on the museum
· Requested a quote to fix several windows in the museum that were more than likely damaged when the building was run into last year. 
· Re-decorating has begun to determine what we are keeping and what we no longer have room for.
· Discussions with the Auxiliary have begun in possibly holding a fund-raising event and having a silent auction with the excess equipment so the community can have a piece of fighting history. 
· Hired a helper from TEENS, Inc. (on the recommendation of Larissa Briscombe) to help with yardwork at stations 1 & 3 for $20/hour which was paid via Melio the same day. 
· She weed whacked and raked the entire property for station 3 and most of station 1 – she would have finished station 1 if we hadn’t run out of time. 


 PERSONNEL HANDBOOK
Lucy’s update to the personnel handbook has been reviewed and provided to the Board for their approval.  She has asked that it be sent back to her afterwards, we can then submit it to Employer’s Council for a legal review and provide it to the department staff. 


TRAINING
Me and Chief Schmidtmann attended fire billing training on Thursday of last week to go over updates and best practices for submitting wildland fire billing.  


Operations/ Wildland

Captain Wheelock reworked the written test to match our updated protocols and changed some of the interview questions.

Me, Alec Biscardi, FM Joslin, and Captain Faes have been installing the address signs.  This is obviously a giant task to accomplish but we are starting to get a good flow.

Between volunteer and captain interviews we have conducted over 20 interviews in the last few weeks.  Thanks to everyone that helped including FF Irwin Powell, Fm Joslin, Capt. Faes Capt. Wheelock, WC Hohnbaum, Lt Swanson, Ff Carpenter, DA Snyder and FF Olivas for all the help.

We are still working with the town on an IGA for the burn building.  We hope to have that in the next few weeks.

In addition to the IGA for the burn building we are working with the town for an additional IGA to do some mitigation work for town properties.  Once we have this in place we can write some grants as partnerships with the town to help get our mitigation program off the ground.

 There have been several pack tests that have been hosted both for current volunteers and staff.  We have also hosted additional ones for new volunteers to complete their physical requirements for entry into the fire department.  Thanks to Captain Faes and Wheelock for performing a majority of these.

WC Hohnbaum, FF. M. Schmidtmann, FF. J. Ipsen and Andrew Cassino from 4 Mile are on deployment currently in Nebraska.

I completed a bunch of driveway grading and repairs at station 2 and the new ramp is basically complete, but I want to get some material so build a small retaining wall but its looking really good.

Vehicles: 

5650 has been returned from the body shop.  Captain Faes installed the modified running boards from old 5650 and the new rear bumper and the truck is back in service.

5652: FM Murphy has been working on completing the emergency lighting package.  It is now in service, but we are waiting for the center console to complete it.

Old ATV trailer is sold but it turns out was never titled, so now we are trying to figure out how to get a title done.  I’ve been to DMV (no help) and been talking to the original dealer and haven’t made any progress.
